 TEL TIME TALKING TIMER

Hold the Talking Timer in your hands with the stand to the back. On the side facing you, you will feel a digital display up the top.  Below this are two rows of buttons each containing three separate buttons.  The top row front left to right are, HOUR, MINUTE, SECOND.  The bottom row from left to right are, CLEAR, MEMORY, START/STOP.  On the right hand side of the timer at the same level as the buttons, is a sliding bar used for Count Up, Count Down, Clock and Clock Set.  Below the button is a covering panel, slide this panel down to expose more functions.  To the left is a slide bar used for REPEAT, to the right is two buttons, the left for VOICE ON/OFF, the right for SOUND.

Features

Three Independent Functions – lets you use simultaneously and independently the count-up timer, talking countdown timer and talking clock.

Voice Announcement – announces the time remaining to 0:00 and the over time during countdown.

Auto Repeat – re-starts the countdown automatically after reaching 0:00.

6 Alarm Sounds – lets you use different alarm sounds for different activities.  

Memory – lets you store one countdown time setting, avoiding repeated setting.  

Voice On/Off – lets you turn off the voice announcement.

24 Hour Countup and Countdown – maximum count-up and count-down is 23:59:59.

Buttons

Top Row Left to Right


Left is HR


Middle is MIN

Right is SEC

Bottom Row Left to Right

Left is CLEAR
Middle is MEMORY


Right is START/STOP

Right Hand Side, Up and Down Sliding Switch


Most Bottom is Clock Set



One Click Up is Clock


Two Clicks Up is Count Down 

Three Clicks Up is Count Up

Under Bottom Slide Away Panel (Slide Down)


Left Slide Switch is Repeat 

Left is YES
Right is NO


Right Set of Buttons


Left is VOICE On/Off


Right is SOUND

Operation

SETTING COUNT-DOWN TIME

1. Slide the function switch (on the right side) to COUNT DOWN, two clicks up from most bottom.

2. Press HR (top left), MIN (top middle) and SEC (top right) buttons to set the hour, minute and second respectively for count down time.  A voice announces the entered value.  If you press and hold down HR, MIN or SEC, the hour, minute or second will advance quickly.

Starting Count-Down

1. Press START/STOP (bottom row right) to start the count-down, the unit announces the time remaining to 0:00oo according to the following schedule, for example “5 minutes left”.

Time Remaining


Voice Reporting Frequency
Time over 60 minutes will report every hour

Less than 60 minutes will report every 10 minutes

Less than 10 minutes will report every 1 minute

Less than 1 minute will report every 10 seconds

Less than 10 seconds will report every 1 second

2. When counting down to 0:00oo, the alarm will sound for 1 minute while the unit continues to count up and announces how much time it is over 0:00oo according to the same reporting schedule as the above table.  For example the unit announces “2 minutes over” when it passes 0:00oo for 2 minutes.

Pausing/Stopping Countdown

To stop or pause the countdown, press START/STOP (bottom right) during countdown. To Resume, press START/STOP again.

Resetting Count-Down Time

To reset the count-down time, first stop the countdown (if it is still counting down) by pressing Start/Stop, then press CLEAR (bottom row left) to reset to 0:00oo.

Auto Repeat

This function allows you to re-start the count-down automatically after reaching 0:00oo.  It is a very useful feature for repetitive activities such as taking medicine every 4 hours, doing a series of exercises with 10 minutes for each or checking experiment every 20 minutes.

1 Press HR (top left), MIN (top middle) and SEC (top right) buttons to set the hour, minute and second respectively for count-down time.  A voice announces the entered value.  If you press and hold down HR, MIN or SEC, the hour, minute or second will advance quickly.

2 Slide REPEAT (under panel, left slide button) to YES position (left).

3 Press START/STOP (bottom right) to start the count-down, the unit announces the time remaining to 0:00oo and re-start the countdown over and over again.  When counting down to 0, depending on the countdown time you set, different alarms will be used.

Countdown Time You Set

Alarm at 0:00oo
Time is more than 2 minutes your selected alarm sound for 1 minute
More than 10 seconds will Beep Twice

Less than 10 seconds will Beep Once, if ‘VOICE On/Off’.  
No alarm sound, if “If VOICE On/Off” is turned on.

Using Memory Function

One count-down time can be stored in the memory which can be recalled by pressing MEMORY (bottom middle), thus eliminating repeated setting the most-frequently-used count-down time.

1. To store the most-frequently-used count-down time in the memory, first set the count-down time, then press MEMORY (bottom middle).  A steady MEMORY word appears on the display indicating that a count-down time has been stored in the memory.

2. To use the countdown time stored in the memory, press MEMORY (bottom middle) to recall the memory and the display shows a flashing MEMORY.  Press START/STOP (bottom right) to start the count-down.

3. To clear the memory, press START/STOP (bottom right) to stop the countdown (it is still counting down).  Then press MEMORY (bottom middle) to recall the existing memory, as shown by a flashing MEMORY on the display followed by pressing CLEAR (bottom left) to clear the memory.

4. To store a new value for the memory, first clear the memory, then follow Step 1 to set a new value in the memory.

Selecting Alarm Sounds

There are 6 different alarm sounds to alert you when counting down to 0:00oo.

Alarm Sound






Whistling Tea Pot alarm sound symbol is a Teapot
Cuckoo alarm sound symbol is a Bird

Bell alarm sound symbol is a Book
Hoping Coil alarm sound symbol is a Person
Car Horn alarm sound symbol is a Car
Di Di alarm sound symbol is a Bracket
1. To select an alarm sound, press repeatedly SOUND (under panel, Most Right), the unit will play each alarm accompanied by its corresponding symbol on the display.  You can select the alarm before starting the count-down or during the countdown.

2. When counting down to 0:00oo, the alarm will sound for 1 minute.  To stop the alarm, press any button.

3. The alarm sound is only for countdown.

4. The alarm sound does not work in count-up or clock mode.

Turning On/Off the Voice Announcement (right set)

The VOICE ON/OFF (under panel left button) control lets you turn the countdown timer’s voice announcements off or on.  To turn off the voice, repeatedly press VOICE ON/OFF button until (speaker with cross through) symbol shows on the display.  Please note, even the voice is turned off, there will still be alarm sound when counting down to 0:00oo.  To turn on the voice, press VOICE ON/OFF button (under panel, right set, left button) until the symbol disappears on the display.

COUNT-UP TIMER

Using Count-Up Timer

1. Slide the function switch (right slide bar) to COUNT UP (3 click up from most bottom).

2. Press START/STOP (bottom right), to start count-up

3. To stop or pause the count-up press START/STOP again.

4. To reset to 0:00oo, first stop the count-up, then press CLEAR (bottom left).

5. The maximum count-up time is 23 hours, 59 minutes and 59 seconds.  When reaching 23 hours, 59 minutes and 59 seconds, it will start counting up from 0 again.

Tip: There is no voice announcement for count-up.  However if you want the voice announcement during count-up, you can use countdown function and set the time for 1 second.  Then the unity will announce the count-up time as “over” after 0.

TALKING CLOCK

Setting the Time

1. Slide the function switch (right slide bar) to CLOCK SET (most bottom).

2. Press HR (top left), MIN (top middle), SEC (top right) to set the hour, minute and second respectively.  A voice announces the entered value.  If you press and hold down HR, MIN or SEC, the hour, minute or second will advance quickly.

3. Slid the function switch to CLOCK (1 click up from most bottom, right slide bar)

Time Announcement

With the function switch set to CLOCK position, pressing any button (except Voice On/Off) will announce the current time.

Tip: Although there is no alarm for the clock, you can use the count-down timer to quickly set up the alarm time.  For example, if you want to get up at 7:00 am in the morning and the current time is 11:00 pm, you can set 8:00 for count-down time and turn off the voice.  The alarm (one of the 6 you selected) will go off at 7:00 am in the morning.  In fact this is an easier way of setting the alarm than the alarm clock.

Using the Count-Up, Count-Down and Clock

You can operate count-up, count-down and clock simultaneously without affecting each other.  For example you can start the Count-Down, then switch to Count-up to start the count-up then switch back to CLOCK. In Clock mode, both Count-Up and Count-Down are still running on the background as indicated by the flashing Count Down and Count Up on the display while a steady clock is shown on the display.

Changing the Batteries

This unit is powered by 2 AG13 alkaline batteries.  If voice announcements sound weak or the display dims, replace the batteries.

Follow these steps to replace the batteries.

1. Slide open the battery compartment cover.

2. Remove the old batteries and replace with 2 fresh AG13 batteries.

3. Replace the battery compartment cover.

Notes:


1. Remove the batteries from the unit if you do not use the unit for a long period of time.

2. Never mix fresh batteries with old ones.
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
